



Legalisation Service

· If you are going to use British documents overseas for business or personal reasons you may be asked to have your documents legalised. The process involves checking the signature seal or stamp on all documents (s) to confirm it is genuine. Then an apostille is attached by the Foreign & Commonwealth Office (FCO) to confirm it is genuine.
· We can offer a 1 day premium service which will involve your application been submitting in person at the FCO and returned to you the next day by method required.

· We can also arrange for your documents to be signed by UK solicitor or notary saving you time and inconvenience. This will need to be done before your document(s) can be legalized. We charge a fee of £15.00 to arrange this service, or you can arrange for this to be done before.
· If you have you require more than 1 document to be legalized. Please note the FCO fees are charged on a per document basis at £75.00.
